Provide first class social facilities for all players, families, visiting clubs and the community in general.

Bar Operations
The bar is run by committee members and nominated people (I.E. paid staff). Under NO circumstances are unauthorised persons permitted behind the bar. Access to fridges, cash register and stock cupboard is restricted to authorised people only.

Product prices are listed at the point of sale. We try to carry a variety of alcoholic and non alcoholic beverages. If there is a drink you would like to see on our menu please discuss with any of the bar staff.
The Club holds a restricted liquor licence, allowing alcohol to be served and consumed within certain time frames. Bar operating times are as follows:

Tuesday night 7.00pm – 9.00pm Thursday night 7.00pm – 9.00pm Saturday 12.00 Midday – 11.59 pm Sunday 12.00 Midday – 4.00pm.
License extensions may be obtained for some social functions.
The rules and regulations as stipulated by the Liquor Licensing Act now bind the club. Any complaints of noise from neighbours or drinks being served outside of the agreed operating hours may result in the suspension of the club’s licence.
Some simple rules to follow are:


Leave the car park area quietly


No alcohol to be consumed outside of the clubhouse.


Minors (people under the age of 18 years of age) are not permitted to purchase alcohol.


Our entire bar staff are trained in RSA, the responsible service of

alcohol. If you are refused service please do not argue with the bar staff, they are only following rules set in place by our liquor licence.


Do not ask for “roadies”. Under our restricted licence we are not permitted to sell takeaway alcohol in any way.

Our Club is a proud member of the Good Sports Program. This initiative is a program that supports Clubs to be safe healthy and family friendly environments.

Clubhouse Operations
As the clubhouse is shared by a large number of people, please be considerate of others by acknowledging the following:


Indoor areas of the Club are strictly NON SMOKING. This includes the change rooms and toilets. A designated smoking area has been set up at the far end of the clubhouse. Please utilise the cigarette bin provided and don’t throw your stubs on to the ground.


Do not litter. There are plenty of rubbish bins placed both inside and outside the clubhouse. Clean up your mess; do not leave it for someone else.


Our clubhouse is for the enjoyment of all members and everyone should be aware that at times partners and children will be present. That sometimes being the case, please be mindful of your language and behaviour.


If you are some of the last group to leave the club at the end of the night please assist the staff behind the bar and bring inside any chairs, tables or club equipment. Your assistance with this will be greatly appreciated by the person/s locking up the club for the night.


Home change rooms are the responsibility of the grade playing at

home. Please ensure that all rubbish is removed and placed into rubbish bins. It is not the job of the bar staff to empty beer bottles and other rubbish from the change rooms.


 Kitchen operating hours are Saturday mornings from 7.30am through     to 7.00pm. A wide selection of meals are available for purchase, please peruse the menu which is on the bar counter.

There is to be NO wearing of Spikes on any wooden floor surface of the Clubhouse under any circumstances, spikes may be worn on the tiled area in front of the Bar and side doorway only.  

Social Activities
Social Committee

The Club social committee will be organising a number of functions during the coming season. Details of these upcoming functions will be posted on the Hawks website and on the notice board in the clubrooms.

Our Clubhouse is available for hire by any of our Club members or visitors. As a Club rule we do not accept bookings for 18th or 21st Birthday parties. As a licensed venue no alcohol is to be brought into the Club under any circumstances. Catering can be organised by the Club if required. Please speak to Ian Wade-Parker if you wish to book the club house for a function.

Input will be sought from the Senior Coach, team vice-captains, Captains and the Chairman of Selectors.  Selections will ultimately be made by the Senior Coach, team Captains and the Chairman of Selectors.  Should an impasse ever occur the neutral Chairman of Selectors will have the deciding vote.

It is the Captain’s responsibility to be aware of player availability (from week to week). 

If a player has not been playing but has now become available it is his own responsibility to make his (likely) team Captain aware of his availability for selection.

All members are encouraged to attend Saturday nights after match presentations where all grade captains present a wrap up of their days play. The Club will have the kitchen open for meals Saturday nights as well as a bbq. Cost for the bbq is minimal and the Club welcomes member’s partners and children to visit the club Saturday nights. The club member’s wheel returns this season each Saturday night. To win you must be present when the wheel is spun, usually straight after the captain’s reports.

Matches and Match Day
Player responsibility:
If you are unable to play please advise YOUR Captain, no one else, as early as possible, he will then follow procedures put in place for 2011-12

season, Equally if you are going to be late to a game let your Captain know by contacting by a phone call or SMS. Make sure you have your Captain’s phone number in your kit bag.

Please ensure that you arrive at your designated ground on time. Your captain will advise what time he expects you to be at the ground.

When selected for the Hawks you are representing everyone associated with the club including our sponsors. As a courtesy to your Club we ask that you abide by the rules and observe our code of conduct. Did you know that if you are reported so is your captain? All captains are fully responsible for each member of their team and may suffer the same penalty of the offending player. Please be mindful of how your actions may impact others.

Club gear: You will be issued a playing shirt and cap at the start of the season. If you misplace any of these items spare garments are available for purchase at the club. Please see Ian or Linda behind the bar on game days or after training during the week.

Your captain may have some Club cricket gear in his kit bag for members use. Please be aware that it is the player’s responsibility to provide his own cricket equipment. Do not “borrow” gear from your team mates as from past experience, it does not go well if equipment is damaged or lost.

Drinks/food: At games played below 2nd grade food and drinks will not always be available for purchase at the ground. Please ensure you have adequate drinks and food for your use during the afternoons play. Be aware some grounds do not have takeaway food shops close by so do not rely on this method.

Sun smart: be aware of the dangers of exposure to the sun. The Club encourages the use of sunscreen and or zinc cream. Please ensure your adequate intake of fluids during the day, do not leave it to your team-mates to provide beverages. Please be aware that under Cricket Australia regulations NO alcohol is to be consumed prior or during a game.

Support your Captain : On game day help your captain and your team mates especially in lower grades  by volunteering to umpire, score, put out the field boundary cones etc.  Do not wait to be asked to do these tasks by your captain. If you are paying weekly match fees, pay your fees at the start of the game, your captain should not be chasing you for game fees.

If you are scoring please ensure all the correct details are filled in ie; player who took catch etc. This makes filling in the correct details in to the my cricket website a lot easier. Please be aware it could be your stats that may be missed.

In lower grades seating is not always available at grounds. Please put a foldable chair in to your car boot if you do not wish to sit on the ground.

Wet Weather
If games are cancelled due to wet weather you will be notified by your grade captain and a notice will be placed on the Hawks website. Do not assume because it is raining at your home that your game will be called off. Always assume that the game is still on until you receive notification from either your captain or the Club.

Club Sponsors
We at the Club are extremely fortunate to have great sponsors supporting all of our teams. Without their financial support your playing fees would be a lot higher and we could not afford to upgrade our facilities.
